
Getting Your Dance Shoes

There are many different types and brands of shoes available in stores, in catalogues and on line. Here are a few guidelines:Kinderdance Students: We prefer a black leotard, pink tights and pink ballet shoes. We suggest pink Capezio or Bloch split sole ballet shoes, with a fairly snug fit.   Tap shoes are allowed but not required.  If you don’t get tap shoes, any hard soled shoe that makes a sound when tapped on wood is ok.  Ballet 1-4 Students   

Black leotard, pink tights, pink split sole ballet shoes, snug fit. We suggest Capezio or Bloch.Tap 1 & 2 Students          Black flat tap shoes with taps attached. We suggest Capezio beginner tap shoes.Tap 3 & 4 Students

We prefer Capezio or Bloch tap oxfordsJazz /Hip Hop students:Leotard and dance shorts, pants or tights.  Dance shirts are ok as well. Sneakers or jazz shoes are required.
